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EDITORIAL

Dear reader,

With Volume 10 of the “Proceedings of the Centre for Economic History
Research”, we conclude the first decade of existence and “wandering” in the world
of science of this journal. The results show that so far, nearly 300 scientific articles
in the field of economic history have been published, authored by established
scholars and young researchers from Bulgaria, Turkey, Greece, France, England,
and Poland. The journal is part of some of the best-known university libraries in
Bulgaria and abroad. And by its electronic format, it is now available wherever
specialists and the large reading public show interest in the scientific contributions
published in its pages.

True to tradition, we continue to dedicate each volume to a specific topic.
The tenth volume focuses on wars, revolutions, and uncertainty, examined in
their economic and historical context. A main characteristic of economic life is
the presence of insecurity. Among the factors that cause insecurity are wars and
revolutions. However, their impact on the economy is not assessed unambiguously
in theoretical and empirical studies. In some cases, revolutionary changes have a
positive effect on society. Some researchers draw attention to the fact that wars
are a solid prerequisite for reducing inequalities in society. The challenge facing
researchers of economic history is to examine the significance of wars, revolutions,
and the uncertainty they generate on economic development from a historical
perspective. The papers included in this volume aim to respond to this challenge.

Following a peer review process in Volume 10 of the “Proceedings of the
Centre for Economic History Research™”, 31 papers by 37 authors — scholars,
university professors, and museum specialists from 18 research centers in Bulgaria,
Turkey, and Poland — were selected and published. Our authors are from: SGH
Warsaw School of Economics (Warszawa, Poland), Istanbul University (Istanbul,
Turkey), Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, University of National and World
Economy — Sofia, University of Library Studies and Information Technologies, “St.
